1. Introduction and Objective
This Public Participation Plan (PPP) has been prepared by Consolidated Edison Company of
New York, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as “applicant”) to fulfill and comply with the
requirements of New York State Department of Environmental Conservation Commissioner
Policy 29, Environmental Justice and Permitting (CP-29) for their proposed modification of Con
Edison’s existing Air Facility Title V Permit for the Con Edison — Astoria Facility (“Facility”) to
account for the proposed Nitrogen Refrigeration Cycle Replacement Project (“Project”) at the
Facility’s existing Liquified Natural Gas Plant (“LNG Plant”). The permit modification will
entail updating the permit to reflect the Project’s retirement and replacement of the existing gas-
fired simple cycle combustion turbine with a new, lower-emitting gas-fired simple cycle
combustion turbine. The NYSDEC has determined that the modification potentially impacts one
or more potential environmental justice areas (PEJA) (See Figure 1). This PPP has been
developed in accordance with the procedures established in CP-29 Section V and it aims to help
ensure meaningful and effective public participation throughout the NYSDEC environmental
permit review process. Public participation in the NYSDEC environmental permit review
process means a program of activities that provides opportunities for stakeholders to be informed
about and involved during the review of a proposed action. The objective of this PPP is to outline
and describe the program of activities that the applicant will implement to actively seek and
enhance public participation during the application review process.

2. Project Description

The applicant proposes to install a new combustion turbine at its LNG Plant to replace an
existing gas combustion turbine that has been in operation since the 1970s and is in need of
replacement due to its age and condition. To implement the proposed project, the applicant has
submitted an application to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation
(NYSDEC) for a modification of its Title V Air Emissions Permit to replace the existing turbine
with a new, more efficient gas turbine to power the Plant’s nitrogen refrigeration cycle that
converts natural gas to LNG for storage. NATURE OF PROPOSED PROJECT/ACTION AND
PURPOSE Con Edison's LNG Plant is located on an approximately 25-acre plant site within Con
Edison's larger approximately 200-acre Astoria Facility located at 31-01 20th Avenue, Astoria,
Queens NY. The Facility houses critical public utility electric and gas 5 infrastructure and
ancillary public utility operations. Among other equipment, the Plant includes (1) a single gas
turbine (to be replaced as noted above), which powers a nitrogen compression refrigeration
system used to liquefy natural gas for storage in the Plant's LNG storage tank; (2) five natural
gas fired vaporizers (each with four 10.5 MM Btu/hr burners), which convert LNG back to
gaseous form for distribution to public utility customers when needed; and (3) a flare and ground
combustor, which together manage pressure within the Plant's LNG storage tank and provide for
combustion of safety system discharges. The proposed modification to the Title V Permit would
permit the installation of the new, lower emitting combustion turbine to replace the existing
combustion turbine. Additionally, the Title V Permit would restrict the proposed turbine’s
operating hours to 4,380 hours per year, compared to the existing combustion turbine, which has
no restrictions on operating hours. Other equipment regulated under the Title V permit would not
be affected by the proposed project. With the combustion turbine replacement, the Plant would
be able to meet the design intent of the LNG tank to be filled at approximately 6 million SCF per
day while significantly reducing air emissions from the LNG Plant. The existing combustion
turbine, which has been in operation since 1974, is located in an approximately 3,300 square foot
building near the facility’s LNG storage tank. The replacement turbine would be installed in a
new approximately 6,500 sf building on the Plant site that is being constructed independent from
the proposed project to contain other LNG Plant equipment. The proposed turbine would be
served by utility lines that are also under construction to connect the new building independent
from the proposed project. As set forth in the Full Environmental Assessment Form
accompanying the application, the existing land uses of the project site (approximately 0.8 acres
within the 25-acre Plant site) are industrial in character and dominated by impervious and non-
vegetated surfaces. The proposed project would reduce the Facility’s air emissions and would not
change the Plant’s LNG storage capacity, the amount of LNG vaporized, or increase
transmission of natural gas to the site for liquefaction. After the new turbine is commissioned,
the existing combustion turbine would be decommissioned and removed. The purpose of the
proposed project is to provide for continued operation of the existing Facility utilizing modern
equipment that is more reliable and is easier to maintain. The LNG Plant provides a backup
supply of natural gas that enables Con Edison to maintain service to utility customers — including
hospitals, schools, businesses and homes — during unplanned gas supply contingencies and
extreme winter weather. There is a present operational need to replace this existing turbine, since
it is obsolete and the original equipment manufacturer no longer manufactures turbines and, thus,
cannot provide replacement parts. As a result, Con Edison has had difficulty sourcing spare parts
needed to maintain the turbine, a situation that threatens the continued availability and reliability
of the Plant to store backup gas and supply public utility customers during system contingencies.

3. Stakeholders and Contact List

A contact list consisting of the names, addresses, phone numbers, or email addresses of
stakeholders to the proposed action is provided in Appendix A. The contact list includes
individuals and organizations with a direct stake in the proposed action and people and
individuals and organizations that have expressed interest in the proposed project or similar
projects affecting the same neighborhood or community. To develop a draft contact list, the
applicant reached out to residents/neighborhood groups who are near or adjacent to the proposed
project and that will be or potentially will be affected by the operation; community boards,
community leaders, local community, civic and recreational organizations, environmental and
business groups. The current contact list has been developed in consultation with NYSDEC by
identifying stakeholders from the following categories: local government and elected officials;
business owners, residents, and occupants; local civic, community, environmental and religious
organizations; administrator/operator of any school that work and/or represent a neighborhood or
community within a 0.5 Mile radius of the project area (see Figure 2).
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4. Public Outreach Activities

In order to inform the public about the Title V Permit Modification and to address the

applicability of Commissioner Policy-29, the following outreach activities were planned and

conducted:

1. Prepared and disseminated a fact sheet about the project in English, Greek, Spanish and
Bengali;

2. Prepared and circulated a public meeting notice/invitation encouraging the community and
stakeholders to attend an online public meeting;

4.1 Fact Sheet

As shown in Appendix D, the applicant emailed the fact sheets (Adppendix C) to the entire list of
stakeholders and contact list (Appendix A) on November 28, 2023. The fact sheet has also been
made available through the online repository via the following website:
www.ConEd.com/TurbineReplacement.

Since the project is in an area with sizable Spanish, Bengali and Greek-speaking populations, the
public meeting notices and fact sheets were made available in those languages.

Con Edison’s Queens Regional and Community Affairs is the designated liaison to the
community for the project. The department was available throughout the process for questions,
comments and requests related to the permit modification, and was available by phone at 718-
425-6899, by email at QueensRCA @coned.com, and to receive mails at 59-17 Junction Blvd, 2
Floor, Elmhurst, NY 11373.

4.2 Public Meeting Notice/Invitation

As shown in Appendix D, on November 28", two weeks in advance of the public meeting, Con
Edison emailed the public meeting notice/invitation (Appendix B) to the entire list of
stakeholders and contact list (Appendix A). The public meeting notices in multiple languages
were also hand distributed throughout the areas surrounding the facility, as shown in Appendix
D. The applicant also published paid advertisements featuring the meeting invitation in the print
edition of local newspapers serving stakeholders near the facility on the week of November 28,
2023. The advertisements appeared in the Queens Gazette, The National Herald (Greek
Version), El Diario NY, and The Weekly Bangalee. Appendix D includes tear-sheets of the public
meeting notices from each respective media outlet.

4.3 Public Meeting

Con Edison facilitated and presented a public informational tele/videoconference meeting on
December 12, 2023 starting at 6:30PM. Richard David, Director of Con Edison’s Queens
Regional and Community Affairs team opened the meeting and shared the meeting agenda.
Christine Cummings of Con Edison’s Gas Operations department presented an overview of Con
Edison’s Gas System, the uses of the LNG Plant and the need for the Title V Permit
Modification. Victor Gallo of Con Edison’s Law Department discussed the Title V Permit
Modification process and procedures. Richard David shared contact information for the Queens
Regional and Community Affairs department and the NYSDEC. Richard invited stakeholders to
share feedback or testimony relevant to the permit application. The meeting was then opened for
questions and comments. Alex Malesco from Urban Upbound, a community organization based
in Astoria, thanked Con Edison for hosting the meeting and for providing information to the
community.
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Alex Malesco was also the only participant from the public to attend the meeting.

5. Document Repository

An online document repository has been established for the public to access and review
information about the project. The online repository includes the Title V Permit Modification
application, public notices, fact sheets, video recording of the public meeting and other related
project information. Con Edison continues to maintain the online repository on its website.

The Proposed Project will allow Con Edison to continue to provide a safe and reliable
Liquified Natural Gas Plant (LNG Plant) which serves as a back-up system for the
supply of natural gas to 1.2 million customers including hospitals, schools, businesses,
homes during unplanned gas supply contingencies and extreme winter weather. Con
Edison currently has a Title V Air Permit governing air emissions associated with its
operations at its Astoria Facility, which includes the LNG Plant.

The existing turbine is obsolete, and the original equipment manufacturer no longer
manufactures turbines and, thus, cannot provide replacement parts. As a result, Con
Edison has had difficulty sourcing spare parts needed to maintain the turbine, a
situation that threatens the continued availability and reliability of the LNG Plant to store
backup gas and supply public utility customers during system contingencies.

The new turbine would be identified in the modified Title V permit as GT015, associated
with emissions unit ASO05B.
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How might the project affect the surrounding community?

The project and installation of the new turbine would occur entirely within the existing
Con Edison - Astoria Facility. This permit modification allows Con Edison to continue
safe and reliable operations. Additionally, the permit modification would allow for
reduced air emissions with a new turbine. Due the size and enclosed nature of the Con
Edison — Astoria Facility, adverse impacts to the surrounding community, which exists
outside the facility fence line, are not anticipated.
